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GENERAL INFORMATION 

 
Currency Exchange 
 

In China, only RMB is used. However, exchange centers can be found at airports, most hotels and large shopping centers. 

When exchanging money, please keep your receipt by which can change any remaining RMB back to foreign currency when 

leaving China. Visa, Master, American Express, Diners Club and JCB are accepted in many department stores and hotels. It 

might withdraw cash with credit card from ATM. 

 

The Bank of China and most hotels can cash travelers' cheques issued by any foreign bank or financial institution. Visitors 

need to show passport and pay a commission. Travelers' cheques signed over to a third party cannot be cashed in China, but 

can be presented for collection through the Bank of China. 

 
Public Transport 
 

Transportation in Beijing is convenient with buses. 

Bus: The bus ride in Beijing costs about RMB1 - RMB3 depending on distance. Most city buses run from 5:30am - 22:00pm. 

Subway/Light rail: The full fare is about RMB2. 

 
Taxis 
 

In Beijing, it is convenient for visitors to take a taxi. China-made Citroen, Hyundai, Sonata or Elantra and Jetta are the vehicles 

used for taxi service. Be prepared to have your destination written in Chinese characters to show to the driver. 

When taking a taxi, visitors need to have a look at the license plates, which start with letter ñBò, such as "B ï XXXXXò.. 

Taxis charge RMB2 per kilometer for the first 15 km, and then RMB2.4 for every additional kilometer. Toll fees are an extra. It 

costs around RMB130 to travel from Beijing Capital International Airport to Jiuhua Resort and Convention Center. 

 

Electricity 
 

The electrical voltage in China is 220V 50 Hz. Power sockets available in China are Type A, Type I, and Type C plugs. 

Adapters are available at most hotels and convenience stores.

The Great Wall of China, also known in China as the Great Wall of 10,000, is an ancient Chinese fortification built from the end 

of the 14th century until the beginning of the 17th century. The first major wall was built during the reign of the First Emperor, 

the main emperor of the short-lived Qin dynasty. This wall was not constructed as a single endeavor, but rather was created 

by the joining of several regional walls built by the Warring States. 

 

The Ming Tombs are a group of mausoleums of 13 Ming Emperors. The underground burial chamber of Ming Emperor Wanli 

is open to the public since excavation in 1956. The Great Wall was originally built in 221 BC. The section of Juyongguan we 

are going to visit was built in the 15th century during the Ming Dynasty and repaired recently. 

Note: 

1. The tours fee includes inter-city transportation, lunch, admission fees and an English-speaking tour guide. 

2. The attendees will gather at the lobby of Building No. 16, Jiuhua Resort and Convention Center. The gathering time will be 

shown on your tickets. Please be there 5 minutes prior to the departure time.
